•  Adhere to all local and national electrical codes.
•  This UPS is intended for indoor use only. 
•  Do not operate this UPS in direct sunlight, in contact with fluids, or where there is excessive dust or 

humidity.
•  Be sure the air vents on the UPS are not blocked. Allow adequate space for proper ventilation.
•  The battery typically lasts for two to five years. Environmental factors impact battery life. Elevated ambient 

temperatures, poor quality utility power, and frequent short duration discharges will shorten battery life.
•  Connect the UPS power cable directly to a wall outlet. Do not use surge protectors or extension cords.

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Connect and Install Management Software
Smart-UPS is provided with PowerChute management software for unattended operating system shutdown, UPS 
monitoring, UPS control and energy reporting. PowerChute provides for graceful shutdown in the event of an 
extended power outage and is a powerful management interface on the local network.The following diagram is a 
representation of a typical server installation. 
1. Connect the USB cable from the rear of 

the UPS to the protected device such as 
a server.

2. For a server or other device with an 
operating system, install the latest 
version of the PowerChute Business 
Edition from www.apc.com and follow 
the on-screen set-up instructions.

3. A built-in serial port  is also 
available for additional communication 
options with an optional serial cable.

4. Even more communication options are 
available via the built-in Smartslot.
